Ye Olde Boote Inn Access Statement

Introduction

We aim to cater for the needs of all visitors in our inn based 6 bedroom bed and breakfast.
The following statement is a summary of our provision. If you have any specific questions
please feel free to call us on 01691 662250 and we will endeavor to help.

Pre-arrival

e There is a bus stop just a couple of minutes walk away from us which provides a
frequent bus service.

e The main train station is just 5 minutes away by car or 40 minutes if you are walking.

e There are various local taxi services if required; we can make a booking for you. If you
need contact numbers for taxis, please ask.

e Menus can be emailed to you prior arrangement.

e We have a basic website.

e You can contact us via telephone or email. (Please see contact details)

Arrival & Car Parking Facilities

e We provide a large car park which is accessible 24 hours.

e There are no marked parking bays.

e The surface is flat and gravel however there is a raised curb 7cm high up to the patio
area.

e We can assist guests with luggage.

e The bed & breakfast is located within the village.

Main Entrance and Reception

® The front door has four steps all 16cm high, 46cm deep and 29.5cm wide.

® The front door is locked when the pub is closed but we do have a bell located on the left
of the main entrance which can be reached from any height.



® The front door is 53 (cm) wide with a metal banister to the right.
® On entry to the inn there is a hall 2.42 (m) by 2.45 (m)
® There is one more double door before entering the reception area.

® There is tiled flooring throughout the reception areas.

Public Areas — General (Internal)

e The rooms to the breakfast room are all carpeted with two 15 cm high, 28cm deep and
92cm wide stairs to the breakfast area.

e All rooms are well lit although carpet is of dark colour.

e The covering on the stairs and landing is carpet.

e The breakfast room is on the ground floor however all bedrooms are on the first floor.

e There are 10 stairs to the first floor with a further three spaced out along the landing.

e The stairs are 18cm high, 26cm deep and 105 wide.

Public areas — WC

e All bedrooms are en-suite although there is a public WC available. This is located within

the bar area.

Restaurant/Bar & Lounges

e Breakfast is served in the restaurant which is located on the ground floor. There are two
steps.

e Tables are spacious with comfortable seating.

e Tables have an under space of 74 cm high and 69cm wide. There is 61cm between the
table legs.

e There are chairs with and without arms which can be moved to accommodate.

e Menus are provided in large print on tables.

e We play radio quietly during breakfast service.



Laundry

Shop

Not available

There is no shop available on site however there is a small newsagents just a few
minutes walk from the inn.

There is a bar so guests can purchase hot and cold beverages, bar snacks and meals
during opening hours.

Leisure facilities

Books are available for guests to borrow. Bookcase is located at top of stairs.

Outdoor facilities

There is a small patio area for guests to sit.

Bedrooms

There are six bedrooms all on a first floor level.

There are 10 stairs to the main landing and there are a further three steps spaced out
along the landing.

There is also a fire door along the first landing.

All bedrooms are carpeted.

Bathrooms in rooms 1, 2, 3 and 4 are tiled. Bathrooms in rooms 5 & 6 have linoleum due
to refurbishment.

All doors to bedrooms and bathrooms are 78cm wide and 172cm high.

Room 1

There is one double bed. There is 71cm space on the right hand side of the bed and
69cm on the left.

There is a television with remote and teletext.



e This room is ensuite with just a shower, basin and toilet. Bathroom has no window so is

quite dark.

There is one stool under the dressing table.

Room 2

This room has one double bed and one single bed.

There is a television with a remote and teletext.

There is 73cm between each bed.

This room is ensuite with bath, shower, basin and toilet.

Room is very well lit with light décor. Good colour contrast with walls, floors and fittings
1 arm chair and 1 stool under dressing table.

Room 3

This room has two single beds. There is 61 cm between each bed; one bed is pushed
against a wall.

This room is ensuite with a shower, bath, basin and toilet.
Television with remote and teletext.

1 stool under dressing table.

Good colour contrast with walls, floors and fittings.

Room 4

This room has one double bed. There is 38cm space between the bed and wall on right
hand side.

Television with remote and teletext is provided.

This room is ensuite with shower, bath, basin and toilet.
Décor in this room is quite dark.

Two high back chairs with no arm rest.

Room 5

There are two single beds in this room. There is 57cm between each bed; one bed is
pushed against a wall.

Television with remote and teletext.

This room is ensuite with shower, bath, basin and toilet.

Room is well lit with light décor. Good colour contrast with walls, floors and fittings.
1 high back chair with no arm rests and 1 dressing table stool.



Room 6

This room as one double bed. There is 66cm between the bed and the wall on the right
hand side.

Television with remote and teletext.

Room is en-suite with shower, bath, basin and toilet.

Room is well lit with light décor. Good colour contrast with walls, floors and fittings.

1 high back chair and 1 arm chair.

Grounds and Gardens

We have a small patio area with 4 bench tables for guests to sit at.
There is an ancient castle ruin surrounded by a moat situated opposite the inn which is
open to the public.

Additional information

Mobile phone reception on most networks is generally good.

We are able to use front and back doors if you need evacuation.

We are a no smoking building. Smoking is allowed outside only and we encourage
guests to use ashtrays provided.

We supply tea and coffee facilities in bedrooms. Guests can also purchase drinks from
the bar to take to their rooms.

A continental breakfast service can be provided if guests wish to leave earlier than
breakfast service.

There are pamphlets available for guests about local area. Friendly staff are also willing
to give any information.
